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Overview

The HOPE software system consists of a carefully thought out graphical user interface which utilizes icons and other visual references in order to help the elderly and disabled communicate easier.  

The HOPE software system is written in Java using the Android software package.  

The main page has 6 buttons and a text box containing the day of the week. Each page has at most 6 large buttons.
System/Environment Requirements

In order to use the HOPE software system, the user must have an Android phone (Google phone) along with the HOPE software installed. 

Understanding Android

Android is a mobile operating system developed by Google and is based upon a modified version of the Linux kernel.

Usage

Note: A longpress on any icon will speak that icon’s name out loud.

Main Screen:  
In order to use the HOPE software, click on any of the six options:  Speak, Emergency, Favorites (not working yet), Contacts (not working yet), Me (not working yet), or the Recent button.  
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Speak Screen:  Click on the Speak button at the top of the screen to open speech options.  You can either choose from these options.
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Click on the Back button at the top of the screen to go back to the previous screen.  

Hygiene Screen:  Click on any button at the top of the screen to open options for that button. Opening Activities and then Dinner will result in the following screen:
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Click on the Back button at the top of the screen to go back to the previous screen.  

You can scroll left and right to see additional choices, by sliding your thumb across the screen, in the final version (not implemented in the current prototype).
Sleep Screen:  Click on a button on this second level screen will produce a sentence which can be spoken. For example, if you were on the Activities screen and pressed Sleep, the following screen would appear:  
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Click on the Back button at the top of the screen to go back to the previous screen.  

Emergency Screen:  
Click on the Emergency button on the main screen will open the Emergency options.  Choose from the four options to call an Ambulance, the Police, or the Fire Deparement. Making a generic 911 call is also supported.
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Click on the Back button at the top of the screen to go back to the previous screen.  

Recent Screen

Click on the Recent button on the main screen to open the most recent sentences spoken. 
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Press the back button at the top to go back to the previous screen.
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
